On Friday 27th November, a beautiful sculpture of St. Louise was unveiled in the new Marillac office.  The sculpture 
was crafted in blue/green bronze by a talented Melbourne sculptor, Pauline Clayton.  Pauline has some experience of 
Marillac from the early 1960s when she was a young student teacher and had a placement at Marillac House.  She has 
carried with her the memory of that time; of joyful laughing children, and Daughters of Charity who obviously enjoyed 
the children, enjoyed their work and nurtured the children in that same spirit. 
 
The sculpture is two-sided, and is placed in an open niche at the entrance to the office.  It represents Louise as a

in the Providential Mission/Vision to which she was called.  The alternate side of the sculpture represents the people 
who aspire to work in the spirit of Louise - the Marillac staff. A man and a woman stand together with small figures 
standing by their sides.  The same sensitivity is expressed as that of the Louise figure, and their faces look forward 
with similar confidence.  Hands are touching and there is an expression of unity of spirit in the work; a unity which is 
basic to all we aspire to. 
 
On the day of the unveiling the priest we had asked to bless the sculpture was unable to come, so two members of staff, 
Kevin Rybak and Kaye Doherty agreed to bless Louise.  They took blessed water from a bowl into their hands, and 
passed them all over the sculpture. It was a deeply moving moment, graciously done! 
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
